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You m ay not believe the dragon has been loosed,

but he has  been loosed! The first thing he did was k ill

the realm s of Protestantism . After they becam e dead

and cold, he threw in the fires of fa lse Pentecostalism

with a ll this f lesh and false power; and m illions are

being deceived  because of the stir there. Som eone

says, " If  you  could only feel it, you would know that

there is a spirit and power there." I know there is

feeling there, and spirits and power, but it is  not the

Holy Spirit because the Holy Spirit does not lead

contrary to His W ord. W hat are the m inds of m en

think ing? They want to m ake room  for everyth ing. It

m akes no difference what the teaching is , jus t m ove

over a little and m ake room  for it. This is the ecu-

m enical spirit that is  tak ing our nation. May God help

the church to arise and tell people what the truth is.

It is  the serious fault of m any to read their Bibles

through their experiences instead of evaluating their

experiences through their Bibles. "Beloved, believe not

every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God:

because m any false prophets are gone out into the

world" (1 John 4:1). In every relig ious body–it m akes

no difference what their teaching is–there is a spirit

that anim ates that body and keeps it going. Too m any

people th ink if you get a thrill, if  som ething warm s your

heart and m akes tears run down your cheek or goose

pim ples up your back, it is  God. No, we cannot tell

whether or not it is  God by goose bum ps. Get back to

where we really try the spirits. "Search the scriptures"

(John 5:39).

"For there shall arise fa lse Christs, and false

prophets, and shall shew great s igns and wonders;

insom uch that, if  it were possible, they shall deceive

the very elect" (Matthew 24:24). I do not know of

anything that is m ore deceiving  than this fa lse

tongueism . It gets people to th ink ing they have the Holy

Ghost because they rattle off som e k ind of j ibber-

jabber, all the while sm ok ing cigarettes, drink ing beer,

and com m itting adul-

tery. "…  because they

received not the love

of the truth …  God

shall send them

strong delusion, that

they should be lieve a

lie" (2 Thessalonians

2:11). How do we get

a strong delusion? My

friend, just go along

with a great profes-

sion of the power o f

God when you are not

living right. "Now the

Spirit speaketh ex-

pressly, that in the

latter tim es som e

shall depart from  the

faith, g iving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of

devils" (1 T im othy 4:1). I am  not branding everybody in

it the sam e. There are som e good people there, but

just the fact that there are som e good, is no proof that

the teaching is right.

You can take a Scripture out of the setting and state

anyth ing you want. But leave it in the context, and it will

say only one thing. Let us get som e understanding o f

Acts 2:38. "Then Peter said unto them , Repent, and be

baptized every one of you in the nam e of Jesus Christ

for the rem ission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of

the Holy Ghost." First of a ll, we need to understand the

difference between the gift of the Spirit and the Spirit's

gifts. The gift that God prom ised is the indwelling  of

the Holy Ghost–not som e certain manifestation of H im ,

but He Him self. 

Jesus didn't ta lk  about the Holy Ghost in term s of

IT ; but as HE. "If ye love m e, keep m y com m andm ents.

And I will pray the Father, and he shall g ive you an-

other Com forter, that he m ay abide  w ith you for ever;

Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive,

because it seeth him  not, neither knoweth him : but ye

know him ; for he dw elleth w ith you , and shall be in

you" (John 14:15-17). "And, behold, I send the prom ise

of m y Father upon you: but tarry ye in the  c ity of

Jerusalem, until ye be endued with power from  on high"

(Luke 24:49). 

I want to say that the only tarrying  they had to do

was in Jerusalem  until the Day o f Pentecost cam e.

Then nowhere in the Bible can anything be found

where anyone had to tarry and wait for the Holy Ghost

if  they m et the condit ions. Since then, people receive

the Holy Ghost instantaneously when they are saved.

This th ing of having to tarry night after n ight around an

altar and foam ing at the m outh is of the devil. Away

with th is devilish stuff!  It throws people into a terr ib le

shape, los ing  their m inds, going insane trying to get

religion, and all the tim e causing a blasphem ous work
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to  be done against the real cause of God. W e certa inly

believe just exactly as the Bible says about speak ing in

tongues and being baptized with the Holy Ghost, but

not this fa lse stuff . Let us lift up a standard against it.

This very m essage is  going to judge us in the last day.

Let m e say again, the gift that God prom ised is the

Holy Ghost. Then He is  the giver of m any gifts.

First Corinthians 12:4 reads, "Now there are diversi-

ties of g ifts, but the sam e Spirit." Verse 7 te lls  us, "But

the m anifestation of the Spirit is  given to every m an to

profit withal." W hat is the m anifestation? It is  the

different ways the Spirit m oves or speaks through you

as an individual. The Holy Ghost never has you do one

thing in a  public service because it m akes you feel

good. Away with th is  o ld devilish stuff of going in a

frenzy and no one knows what is wrong with you!  But

you say, "I am  feeling good." That isn't the Holy Ghost.

W henever the Holy Ghost has you m ove in a public

service, it is  for everyone's benefit in the service. "But

the m anifestation of the Spirit is  given to every m an to

profit w ithal [everyone]." "For to one is given by the

Spirit the word of w isdom ; to another the word of

knowledge by the sam e Spirit; to another fa ith by the

sam e Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the sam e

Spirit; to another the work ing of m iracles; to another

prophecy; to another divers k inds of tongues; to

another the interpretation of tongues; but all these

worketh that [by] one and the self-sam e Spirit, d ivid ing

to every m an severally as he will" (verses 8-11). 

"And God hath set som e in the church, first apos-

tles, secondarily prophets, th ird ly teachers, after that

m iracles, then gifts of healings, helps, governm ents,

diversities of tongues. Are all apostles? are all proph-

ets? are all teachers? are all workers of m iracles?

Have all the gifts  of healing? do all speak with

tongues? do all interpret?" (verses 28-30). The answer

to every one of these is no, no, no. W hen you have the

Holy Ghost, you have the gift of God, and then He

passes out the gifts as it p leases H im . So when you

receive the Holy Ghost, you do not know what you are

going to get in the way of g ifts. You should not get

down and say, N ow Lord, m ake m e jibber-jabber so I

will know when I get it. I will be here till I j ibber."

Verse 19 states, "And if  they were all one m em ber,

where were the body?" It takes m any m em bers to

m ake up a body. He took a natural body to show the

different g ifts  and work ing of the Spirit. "If the foot shall

say, Because I am  not the hand, I am  not of the body;

is it therefore not of the body?" (verse 15). Even so, m y

friend, if we are go ing to have a thriving congregation

of the church, we m ust have different gifts  of the Spirit,

and no m em ber can say, "Because your gift isn 't like

m ine, you are not of the body." That is why it is  fa lse to

say, "If you don 't have the gift of tongues, you are not

of the body."

"And these signs [plural] shall fo llow them  that

believe; in m y nam e shall they cast out devils; they

shall speak with new tongues; they shall take up

serpents; and if they drink any deadly th ing, it shall not

hurt them ; they shall recover" (Mark  16:17-18). W hen-

ever you say, "Unless you speak in an unknown

tongue, I am  not going to believe you are a believer," I

have every right to say, "Unless you handle a snake, I

am  not going to believe that you are a believer."

Furtherm ore, believers are ahead of the signs. In

Mark 16:17, Christ said that these s igns would fo llow

them  that believe. Also in 1 Corinthians 14:22 Paul

said, "Tongues are for a s ign, not to them  that believe,

but to them  that believe not." W hy? Believers do not

need any signs on what the Bible says. You are getting

in bad shape whenever you let the devil work  on you till

you m ust have tokens to know that you are saved.

Does the Scripture say that the just shall live by s igns?

No, the  just shall live by fa ith!  This work  that I am

denouncing is nothing m ore than a work  of Satan that

has turned people from  faith to the flesh. Signs are for

unbelievers, but even after unbelievers see signs, they

are not going to be saved just because they saw signs.

They m ust com e to the place that they believe the

W ord of God if they are ever to be saved.

There are three instances in the Bible when people

were baptized with the Holy Ghost and spoke in

tongues, or the Greek says languages . Acts, Chapter

2 (on the Day of Pentecost); Acts , C hapter 10 (at

Cornelius ' house); and Acts, Chapter 10 (the Sam ari-

tans down at Ephesus). In every instance where the gift

of tongues was given, they spoke in an understandable

language of the day. They needed no interpreter. That

is what the gift is  for. W hen God could not find any m an

to talk  to Balaam  and He wanted to straighten him  out,

He talked through a m ule and the  m ule spoke in the

Hebrew tongue. "And the LO R D  opened the m outh of

the ass, and she said unto Balaam , W hat have I done

unto thee, that thou hast sm itten m e these three

tim es?" (Num bers 22:28). He did not have to get

another m ule to interpret it. Now if that dum b m ule can

do it right, we ought to.

There are m any instances in the Bible where

ind ividuals were filled with the Holy Ghost and did not

speak in tongues. The reason is that there was no

need for it. I do not need to go back  into the O ld

Testam ent, but we know that the prophets possessed

the Holy Ghost and did not speak in tongues. Now let

us look at som e o f the  instances in the New Testa-

m ent: Zacharias, who was John the Baptist's  father,

was filled with the Holy Ghost–Luke 1:67. John the

Baptist was filled with the Holy Ghost from  his m other's

wom b–Luke 1:15. Also, Elisabeth, John the Baptist's

m other, was filled with the Holy Ghost–Luke 1:41.

Another exam ple is Mary, the m other of Jesus–Luke

1:35. Jesus Christ H im self was filled with the Holy

Ghost–Luke 4:1. My friend, Jesus never spoke in

tongues. W hy did He never speak in tongues? He

cam e to H is own. He spoke the language of His own
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people. My! How these preachers blasphem e–saying

no one is ever filled with the Holy Ghost unless he

speaks in tongues.

In Acts  6:3-8 we read of people filled with the Holy

Ghost, and they did not speak  in tongues. Acts 8:14-17

gives another instance. In Acts 9:17-18 Paul was filled

with the Holy Ghost, and sca les fell from  his eyes. In

Acts 4:31 a m ultitude was filled with the H oly Ghost,

and they did not speak in tongues.

My friend, the Holy Ghost m anifests  Him self in

speaking in tongues only where there is a need. I just

want to m ake this c lear. You can be f illed with the Holy

Ghost, but as long as you work  with English-speaking

people, you will never have the m anifestation of the

Spirit in speaking in another language.

Let us go to Acts 2:1-4: "And when the day of Pente-

cost was fully com e, they were all with one accord in

one place. And suddenly there cam e a sound from

heaven as of a rushing m ighty wind, and it f illed all the

house where they were s itting. [Now it was not a wind

that blew and alm ost blew the windows out as preach-

ers  te ll you. No, it was as  of a m ighty rushing wind–a

noise, a power.] And there appeared unto them  cloven

tongues like as of f ire , and it sat upon each of them ."

Those tongues like as of f ire s im ply show the purifying

work. Rem em ber, John the Baptis t said in Matthew

3:11, "I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance:

but he that com eth after m e is m ightier  than I, whose

shoes I am  not worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with

the Holy Ghost, and with fire." Let us read the Bible just

as it is .

W e read in Acts 2:4, "And they were a ll filled with

the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with o ther

tongues, as the Spirit gave them  utterance." The first

th ing that we learn from  verse 4 is th is: they were all

f illed with the Holy Ghost, but they did not a ll speak in

tongues. They only spoke as the Spirit gave them

utterance. It does not say that they were a ll filled with

the Holy Ghost and they all spoke in tongues. Also the

very fact that  they spoke in other tongues shows that

they had been speaking in tongues before. They had

been speak ing in the Galilean language before that.

W hen the Holy Ghost uttered through them , they

spoke in another understandable language according

to the need of the hearers. "Now when this was noised

abroad, the m ultitude cam e together, and were con-

founded, because that every m an heard them  speak in

his own language" (Acts 2:6).

Back in th is period of tim e (A.D . 33), there was a

different dialect every twenty, th irty, or forty m iles.

There were eighteen different nationalities there that

day, including the Galileans, who were in walk ing

distance from  Jerusalem .

Notice as we study Acts, Chapter 2, that they did not

ask for or expect tongues on Pentecost. The Spirit

m erely allowed them  to express their gratitude for God

in another language so the other people could under-

stand and hear them  m agnify the Lord. The sam e is

true in the other two instances in the Scriptures where

they spoke in tongues.

W e need to realize that the Bible teaches basically

three languages. First, there is the language of the

soul. "L ikewise the Spirit a lso helpeth our infirm ities:

for we know not what we should pray for as we ought:

but the Spirit itself m aketh intercession for us  with

groanings which cannot be uttered" (Rom ans 8:26).

Som eone said, "That is it; that is  the unknown tongue."

No, no, no. Acts  2:4 says that they spoke as the Spirit

gave them  utterance. They spoke in languages. Here

is a picture of an individual praying, and he does not

know what the  w ill of God is. Since he does not know

the will of God, the Spirit of God will help h im . Have

you ever been under a burden like that–where a ll you

could do is just groan?

The next language is our native language. This is

the one that we were born with or learned through

education. Paul said in 1 Corinthians 14:18, "I thank m y

God, I speak with tongues m ore than ye all." D id you

ever study the life of Paul? He spoke m any different

languages which he learned through education.

The third language that the Bible ta lks about is a

language that is given  by the supernatural work ing of

God's Holy Spirit. Now this gift, or th is speak ing in what

you m ight call an unknown tongue, is that caused the

trouble at Corinth. Corinth was a com m erce city with a

great populous. Men and wom en flocked in there from

everywhere with every k ind of language im aginable.

Then in church these people were wanting to pray and

testify, but they spoke in a language that none of the

congregation could understand. This is why Paul, in 1

Corinth ians, Chapter 14, ta lks about an unknown

tongue–not unknown to the one that is speak ing, but

unknown to the audience.

First Corinth ians 14:1 says, "Follow after charity,

and desire spiritual g ifts, but rather that ye m ay proph-

esy." Every gift that the Spirit gives is for one pur-

pose–the forwarding of the Gospel. Too m any people

understand prophesying to m ean only the foretelling of

som e future event. W ebster says that prophesying  is

"preaching the Gospel in an understandable language."

F irst Corinthians 14:2-4 reads: "For he that speak-

eth in an unknown tongue speaketh not unto m en, but

unto God: for no m an understandeth him ; howbeit in

the spirit he speaketh m ysteries. But he that prophesi-

eth speaketh unto m en to edif ication, and exhortation,

and com fort. He that speaketh in an unknown tongue

ed if ieth him self [no one gets help but him ]." Rem em -

ber, we learned in 1 Corinth ians 12:7 that every m ani-

festation of the Spirit is  to profit witha l (everyone).

Every m anifestation of the Spir it profits  the whole

church and edif ies the whole body. So what is Paul

ta lk ing about when he speaks of an "unknown" tongue

here? For exam ple, suppose I enter your congregation

and begin to testify in the Ita lian language, which you
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do not understand. Now God understands m e. He

understands all languages. So I am  jus t speak ing to

God and not to m en, and Paul said that he did not want

any just speak ing to G od in the congregation. The

things I am  saying are m ysteries as far as  you are

concerned because you cannot understand m y lan-

guage. It is  "unknown" to you.

In verse 5 Paul said, "I would that ye all spake with

tongues [other languages], but rather that ye pro-

phesied: for greater is he that prophesieth than he that

speaketh with tongues, except he interpret, that the

church m ay receive edifying." For exam ple, let us say

that I spoke Russian and cam e into your English

congregation. I can neither speak nor understand your

language. But there is another person there who can

speak both English and Russian. Paul was saying he

should not speak anything to m e in the public service

unless he interprets  to the congregation what he is

saying.

Now let us cons ider why they spoke in "other"

tongues down at Cornelius ' house when they were

filled with the Holy Ghost. Acts, Chapter 10, says that

Cornelius ' house was full of Ita lians. Acts 10:1 lets us

know, "There was a certain m an in Caesarea called

Cornelius, a cen turion of the band called the Ita lian

band." They spoke the Ita lian language. Peter was a

Galilean, and he did no't believe that the Gentiles could

receive the Holy Ghost. So God baptized them  with the

Holy Ghost right in front of h is eyes, and then let them

m agnify the Lord in a language that Peter could under-

stand. "For they heard them  speak with tongues, and

m agnify God" (Acts 10:46).

F irst Corinthians 14:6-13 reads: "Now, brethren, if

I com e unto you speak ing with tongues, what shall I

profit you, except I shall speak to you either by revela-

tion, or by knowledge, or by prophesying, or by doc-

trine? And even things without life giving sound,

whether pipe or harp, except they give a distinction in

the sounds, how shall it be known what is piped or

harped? For if the trum pet g ive an uncertain sound,

who shall prepare him self to the battle? So likewise ye,

except ye utter by the tongue words easy to be under-

stood, how shall it be known what is  spoken? for ye

shall speak into the air. There are, it m ay be, so m any

k inds of voices in the world, and none of them  is

without s ignif ication. Therefore if I know not the m ean-

ing of the voice, I shall be unto him  that speaketh a

barbarian, and he that speaketh shall be a barbarian

unto m e. Even so ye, forasm uch as ye are zealous of

spiritual g ifts, seek that ye m ay excel to the edifying of

the church. W herefore let h im  that speaketh in an

unknown tongue [not unknown to him self, but unknown

to the congregation] pray that he m ay interpret [speak

in their language]."

Verse 14 states, "For if I pray in  an unknown

tongue, m y spirit prayeth, but m y understanding is

unfruitfu l." My, how they twist th is Scripture!  Away they

go in tongues; and they say, "My spirit is  praying but

m y understanding is unfruitfu l; I do not know what I am

saying." T hat is not what Paul said at a ll. Paul was

saying that if I pray in  the congregation in  an unknown

tongue which you people cannot understand, m y

understanding (I understand) is  unfruitfu l. How does

m y understanding becom e fruitful? W hen you under-

stand what I understand.

First Corinth ians 14:15 says, "W hat is it then? I will

pray with the spirit, and I will pray with the understand-

ing also: I will sing with the spir it, and I will sing with the

understanding also." The next verse also shows that

the understanding and fruitfu lness he is ta lk ing about

is in regard to the others lis tening. "Else when thou

shalt bless with the spirit, how shall he that occupieth

the room  of the unlearned say Am en at thy giving of

thanks, seeing he understandeth not what thou

sayest? For thou verily g ivest thanks well, but the other

is not edif ied" (verses 16-17).

Verse 18 te lls us, "I thank m y God, I speak with

tongues m ore than ye all." Rem em ber that Paul

learned m any languages through education, and he

m ay have spoken others as a gift. There was not any

m an who needed to speak in tongues m ore than Paul.

He traveled on one m issionary journey right after

another where there were different languages of every

k ind. Listen to him , though. I want you to get th is. "Yet

in the church I had rather speak five words with m y

understanding, that by m y voice I m ight teach others

also, than ten thousand words in an unknown tongue"

(verse 19). Putting five words up against ten thousand

is a pretty good percentage.

W e read in verse 20, "Brethren, be not ch ildren in

understanding: howbeit in m alice be ye children, but in

understanding be m en." That is just exactly what a lot

of this is, just giving away to em otions and acting like

a bunch of children. It is  surpris ing how m uch of that

has to be worked up. There is not very m uch of it

brought from  hom e. There has to be som e singing and

clapping of the hands to get it going.

Corinth's m istake was stressing gifts  above love to

all, holiness of heart, and Chris tian living. This led to

one m ass of confusion. "…  Yet show I unto you a m ore

excellent way"–LOVE (1 Corinthians  12:31). He des-

cribed something better than tongues. He showed them

a more excellent way to keep the church in harm ony as

a work ing force. He put love at the top. Tongues were

the lease of the gifts. The first fru it of the Spirit is  love.

G ifts are only secondary. Love, heart purity, and

holiness of life are held high, above all m anifestations

of the Spirit of God.

Recently, a s ister wanted to testify in one of  our

services. I asked her privately what she was going to

testify about. She said, "Salvation." I asked, "Are you

saved?" She answered, "I've got the Holy Ghost." I

said, "How do you know that you have the Holy Ghost?"

She replied, "Because I can talk  in tongues." 
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"W ell," I sa id, "Have you been saved from  sin?" She

answered, "All but the c igarettes; I  s till sm oke ciga-

rettes." I replied, "Sm ok ing cigarettes and filled with the

Holy Ghost? T hat is  not the Holy Ghost in you; that is

another ghost. The Holy Ghost doesn't live in an

unclean place." She had been duped. Her heart was

heavy. This is the thing that grieves m e. W hile she was

seeking help, the wrong people got hold of her and got

her tarrying until she got this jibber-jabber, but there

was no power in it to live a c lean life. I began to teach

her about the thing that Jesus cam e to do: firs t of a ll, to

set her free from  sin, to break the chains and the

habits, and to give her victory. That is just one case. I

could go on and on.

It has not been very long ago that a  young m an

cam e to the altar. The m inute he started praying I saw

what k ind of a spirit he was under because he went into

that jerk ing that they go into. I went over and asked him

what he needed. He replied that he  wanted to get

saved. Then I asked him  on purpose if he was ever

saved before. He reared back and said, "Saved! Man,

I preached the Gospel, I spoke in tongues." I said, "But

were you ever saved?" He said, "W ell, I never did get

victory over m y cigarettes. I didn't sm oke them  public ly,

but I still sm oked them  on the side." Still, he continued

to speak in tongues. He to ld m e how the spirit would

wake him  up in the m iddle of the night even while he

was out in s in; he would lose control of h im self and go

through that terrib le f renzy that they go through.

Fr iend, that is  the work  of Satan. That is not of  G od.

My! m y! m y!

First Corinthians 14:21 says, "In the law it is  written,

W ith m en of other tongues and o ther lips will I speak

unto th is people; and yet for a ll that will they not hear

m e, saith the Lord." This refers to Isaiah 28:11, which

reads, "For with stam m ering lips and another tongue

will he speak to th is people." This again proves that

when God speaks through other tongues, it is not some

ecstacy–just speaking unto God. It was a language that

spoken to the people.

Verse 22 states, "W herefore tongues are for a s ign,

not to them  that believe, but to them  that believe not:

but prophesying serveth not for them  that believe not,

but for them  which believe." You should be able to see

that tongues, m y friend, were never designed to benefit

those that believe. Som eone said, "You can talk  all you

want. I am  not going to give up m y tongues. There is

too m uch of a blessing in it." I just read with you that

tongues were never designed to be a benefit or b less-

ing to the individual. Tongues were designed for you to

speak in the language of som e unlearned person and

tell h im  about God.

Verses 26-27 tells us: "How is it then, brethren?

when ye com e together, every one of you hath a psalm ,

hath a doctrine, hath a tongue, hath a revelation, hath

an interpretation. Let all th ings  be done unto edifying

[not edifying yourself, but edifying the church].If any

m an speak in an unknown tongue [a tongue unknown

to the audience], let it be by two, or at the m ost by

three [sentences–according to the Greek], and that by

course; and let one interpret. T hat is exactly the way

that you work  with an interpreter. You speak, and he

interprets two or three sentences at a tim e. Verse 28

states, "But if there be no interpreter, let h im  keep

silence in the church; and let h im  speak to him self, and

to God." Now, if God would give him  the gift of tongues

he would speak  in  the language of the people. No

interpreter would be needed.

Firs t Corinthians 14:29-32 reads: "Let the prophets

speak two or three, and let the other judge. If any th ing

be revealed to another that s itteth by, let the first hold

his peace. For ye m ay all prophesy one by one, that a ll

m ay learn, and all m ay be com forted. And the spirits of

the prophets are subject to  the prophets." This shows

that whenever a spirit gets hold of you that you cannot

control, it is  of the devil. Som eone asks, "Don't you

th ink  that the Spirit of God would take hold of you in

such a way that you would lose all control of yourself?"

No sir!  God never does take away your free m oral

agency until we com e to final judgm ent. 

Nowhere in the Bible,  where anyone received the

Holy Ghost, did they fall on the f loor or ground, power-

less. Read Mark, Chapter 9. It will te ll you about

som eone who did fa ll on the ground, foam ed at the

m outh, and made noises like a hog. He was possessed

with devils, and Jesus cast them  out. Then he stood

upright, and walked like a m an. I am  not saying that

everyone who gets in that f renzy are all devil pos-

sessed. Som e people just get into a nervous hysteria

that is  worked up by those that have supposedly

spoken in tongues. They work  them  up at an altar,

getting them  into a nervous hysteria till they do not

know what they are saying. As long as they can jibber

a little and even if  they never do it again, they are

accepted.

Brother Brown, an educated m an, wanted to know

firsthand what was going on. So he attended m any

services. To convince h im self and to be able to write in

a convincing m anner, he took a m an who could speak

seven languages with him , and sat in several services.

The preacher thought he had

spoken a Scripture in Romans: but he had quoted from

1 John. Also, he thought he had spoken French, but

that was not the case. Brother Brown's com panion

said, "You m issed it a hundred percent." About this

tim e a wom an went into a frenzy and carried on and
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one of the m en with Brother Brown said, "She's speak-

ing in Chinese, and I wouldn't repeat the vulgar words

that are com ing out of her m outh." So they took her

aside and looked into her case. Brother Brown realized

the fact that you can pick  up things in your subcon-

scious m ind . And when you get worked up in a hyste-

ria, they will com e out. W hen they began to question

the wom an, they found out that she lived in  an apart-

m ent in Chinatown, in Los Angeles. Day after day, year

after year, she would hear the Chinese on the streets

below in the m arkets. They were cussing and ripping at

each other. She did no t know what they were saying,

but it m ade an im print in her subconscious m ind. W hen

they got her to the altar and got her worked up, she

began to rattle out these Chinese words.

Another fa lse teaching is: if you ever say that

speaking in tongues is of the devil, you blasphem e the

Holy Ghost. W ell, I have said it several tim es now and

I have not blasphem ed the  H oly Ghost. I have given

you God's eternal W ord.

Friend, the devil has worked a terrible work . This

tongues m ovem ent is spreading  even into Rom an

Catholic ism  and m any false cults, and they are being

accepted as saved; a ll the while continuing in their

idolatry and doctrines of devils. I feel sorry for the

people who are deceived by th is false m ovem ent. You

and I are held responsible by God to warn those who

are in error and to give them  the truth of God's eternal

W ord. "For I testify unto every m an that heareth the

words of the prophecy of th is  book, If any m an shall

add unto these things, God shall add unto him  the

plagues that are written in th is book [Bible]: And if any

m an shall take away from  the words of the book of th is

prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book

of life" (Revelation 22:18-19).
